Over the next couple of Saturdays (18th and 25th May) I am going to be ‘Taking a 

Hike’ in the south west coast path from Instow to Bideford and then Bideford to 

Westward Ho!  

 

This is part of a SWYM (South West Youth Ministry) initiative to pray their way
